Organizing a Salvation Army Donation Drive
The Salvation Army provides household goods and clothing to refugees in our community who arrive to this country with little more than the clothes on their backs. We invite your congregation to help welcome our new neighbors by arranging a Salvation Army truck to visit your church. Each time a truck is filled, the Salvation Army will contribute a $300 voucher to Catholic Charities refugee resettlement program. Donation drives can be organized as part of an educational awareness event or scheduled as a one-time collection.
Steps to Organizing a Salvation Army Donation Drive:

1. Choose a date and time for a truck to visit your church for the donation drive.

2. Contact us at refugee@svpc.us and we will get you in touch with the Salvation Army point of contact and let them know you would like to organize a collection on behalf of your congregation and Catholic Charities resettlement program
3. Set the final date and send an informational email listing the time the truck will be accessible in your church parking lot. If folks have larger items that they cannot transport themselves, please have them coordinate directly with the Salvation Army for a pick up. Please make sure they identify themselves as part of your church’s donation drive.
4. Send a reminder email one week before the event 

5. Fill the truck with gently used clothing and household goods
